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U.S. Army Colonel David A. Rubenstein, Commander, Landstuhl Regional Medical Center (LRMC), was named the 2003 Federal Excellence in Healthcare Leadership Award winner on March 20, 2003 at the American College of Health Care Executive’s Annual Congress in Chicago, IL. 

 Despite leading LRMC through numerous milestones this year, not the least of which included leading the organization to a score of 93 on its triennial Joint Committee on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations accreditation survey, the highest score of any Army or Air Force Medical Center at the time, dedicating the second Fisher House at LRMC within 18 months, and reorganizing LRMC to provide care to more than 2,000 Operation Enduring Freedom patients and 300 plus Operation Iraqi Freedom patients and counting, Col. Rubenstein still found time to serve as a Governor on the Board of Governors of the American College of Healthcare Executives.
