ATTENDENT/ESCORT POLICY LETTER
YOU MUST ARRANGE AN ESCORT TO TAKE YOU HOME. HAVING AN ESCORT IS MANDATORY FOR AMBULATORY PROCEDURE UNIT (APU) PATIENTS.  ALL PATIENTS WILL BE DISCHARGED FROM THE APU NO LATER THAN 2030 HOURS THE DAY OF THEIR PROCEDURE.
ESCORT RESPONSIBILITIES:
The primary role of the escort is to provide support and reassurance to the patient.  Once the patient is ready for discharge, the nursing staff will review written discharge instructions and provide education on signs/symptoms that require you to be seen promptly by your doctor or emergency room.  After all your questions have been answered, and understanding is verified, the patient will be discharged from the APU.  The escort is responsible for picking up prescriptions at the pharmacy, transporting the patient home and caring for the patient over the next 24 hours per APU policy.  The responsibilities of the escort can be divided into a “transporter” (transports the patient home) and an “escort” who cares for the patient at home.
***LACK OF AN ESCORT ON THE MORNING OF SURGERY WILL RESULT IN CANCELLATION OF YOUR SCHEDULED PROCEDURE***
